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1. The cheetah and the sloth: the huge mismatch between the pace of advances in digital technologies vs. the response of copyright law and/or mainstream mindset  (Lessig's call for “more humility about regulation” and the need to “decriminalize youth”)

2. Estimating the costs of fighting piracy and suggesting alternative uses of funds for encouraging new models. (Related: The sustainability of alternative business models in the content industries, especially commons-based models).

3. Does the developmental level of a country matter? Do our discussions/conclusions differ for developing countries from those relevant to developed ones? How can we learn from the experiences of others in the global South? North? To what extent are our recommendations global? Regional? National? How do they fit with the global IP architecture and trade agreements?
